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Easter Mysteries

When someone close to you dies, there
are tidal waves of emotions which engulf
you. Fear, anger, frustration, relief, an-
ger, laughter in memories, shame, guilt
... the list goes on and on. Oftentimes,
when you feel like you are beginning to
get a handle on understanding the loss
and manage your big feelings, a grief am-
bush sets in and overwhelms you with
emotion.

Imagine how the followers Jesus felt
right after the crucifixion. Here is their
teacher, mentor, friend. Fortunately, there
were those who had the sense to ask to
bury him so the lifeless body would not
be subjected to the elements for days.
Also, the women never hid. They stayed.
I believe they were there when the body
was placed in the tomb. The men did
hide. Each of them had all of the big feel-
ings. They lived the story we know the
ending to.

In last Sunday’s Gospel (Luke 24:13-35),
we walked on the road to Emmaus away
from where Jesus was executed. Those
men were rehashing the story, as if it
might change the outcome. Don’t we all
do that? If we’ve lost something, don’t
we keep revisiting the same moments,
thinking that if we go there often enough,
the lost item will miraculously appear?

Bishop Craig’s article beautifully illus-

trates what happens next:
The risen Jesus comes and walks
beside them, visits with them, and
even teaches a little impromptu
roadside Bible study, explaining
how the scriptures have pointed
to all of it, but, mysteriously, they
are prevented from recognizing
him. It's only over dinner, when
they break bread together, that

they see him, and know the full
joy of Easter's good news.

That’s it, isn’t it? Jesus’ entire ministry
was centered on those who needed him
the most: the poor, the sick, the blind.
Wherever he could find
them, he shared not only
his love, but whatever
else he had, until finally
he shared his broken
body as well. He brings
us new life with his res-
urrection and hope.

What the world needs from us,
beloved, is not for us to be bril-
liant. It doesn't need us to be in-
teresting or entertaining. What
the world needs is for our lives to
exude the love of God and the joy
of Easter... We are called to be
holy, to live in a way that God's
love, and God's power over
death, is revealed every time we

gather, delight in one another,
and break bread.

Wherever you are, whatever
you are carrying today, Je-
sus is walking right beside
you, waiting to sit with you,
host you, love you, and set
you free--free for love, free
to make peace, free to light
the whole world up with joy.
