It's a stark reminder that, even with some 90
-degree days likely ahead of us, fall is right
around the corner. As we move into fall and
parish activities pick up, I'd like to highlight a
few things concerning our common life to-
gether as a community.

Common Cup —

I'm grateful to everyone who provided feed-
back concerning distribution of wine at com-
munion. After prayerful deliberation, I've dis-
cerned that we will continue our current prac-
tice, with one modification. From a theologi-
cal standpoint, the reasons come down to
modeling the inclusivity and commitment to
safety and health that Jesus models for us in
the Gospels. We have a very high proportion
of parishioners who cannot tolerate gluten.
Some of them have commented that our cur-
rent practice allows them to consume the wine
for the first time ever, since intincting wheat
wafers contaminates the cup for them. |It's
also clear that although the alcohol in the
wine and wiping the cup after each sip helps
to mitigate the spread of germs, we cannot
entirely prevent transmission, especially if
things that are not lips come into contact with
the wine.

| know that this decision will disappoint those
of you for whom receiving directly from the
cup is an important spiritual practice. To that
end, we will make a separate cup available
from which you may instinct, if you so choose.
Thanks to everyone for your patience as we
work through this small but important change
to worship.
